	hist: The original plan of the First Welland Canal included a feeder from the Grand River. When difficulties arose with the digging of the Deep Cut, this plan began most important. But, objections from the navy caused the original plan for a dam near the mouth of the Grand River to be changed to a dam upstream at Dunnville. The feeder then left the dam and proceeded southwest before curving eastward to the original alignment. Later, it was decided to build the Broad River Branch from the curve to the mouth of Broad Creek and build a stone lock at the Grand River end. This lock was built in the era of the Seciond Welland Canal construction and to the same dimensions as Locks 1 at Port Dalhousie, Lock 2, and the second canal lock at Port Colborne. Is is 200' x 45' x 9' deep.
	desc: The lock remains today without gates at the end of a short section of the canal off of the Grand River. It is visible on aerials with a road fill crossing the canal just to the east.
